Your rights as a parent

You can: 
·  discuss the FSA with your child’s teacher
·  request that your child be excused from writing the FSA.
What to expect if you request that your child 

be excused from the FSA test
 □  Principals and School Districts are under considerable pressure to        have high participation rates for the FSA.  You can expect them to pressure parents who want to withdraw their child.  

YOU COULD BE TOLD:
· The Ministry requires that all students write the FSA test.       

· Your child will be marked absent.                                    

· Your child’s name must be reported to the Superintendent.              
· It will be difficult for the school to supervise your child while others are writing.                                

· Your child will be embarrassed to be excluded.                                   

· Your child meets expectations but will be recorded as not meeting expectations if they do not write the assessment.           

· Your request is denied; your child will have to write the tests.
